All applications will be reviewed against the
following criteria:

o Be graduating high school seniors or students at community college, vocational school or a 4-year university/college
who have been treated for pediatric cancer (as certified by a doctor’s letter).

o Beenrolled as full-time students for the upcoming term.
o Maintaina 2.5 GPA.
